To be recognised, we have demonstrated that we have embedded 

a whole -school approach to mental health and wellbeing ac ross 

the school community, throughout the four components:  

¶ Component 1  ï In a positive school community, every 

face has a place, every voice is valued and everyone has 

something to contribute.  Some initiatives in this 

component include the launch of the Albert Park Way, 

introduction of Parent Class Reps, Family Mentors for new 

families and practices that embraced family diversity such 

as Blokes Breakfast.  

¶ Component 2  ï Social and emotional lear ning looks at 

the best ways of teaching social and emotional skills for all 

students.  This has been evidenced by the implementation 

of the Bounce Back resilience program across the school, 

participation in the City of Port Phillip Resilience Survey 

and the  school -based funding to re -employ Lanie as our 

school social worker. Mindfulness has been introduced to 

staff and students to support their wellbeing.

Staff knowledge and skills have been developed 
through ongoing professional learning in each of the Kids Matter 
component areas, autism, dyslexia, safe minds (identifying 
students at risk), child safe standards and anxiety. 

     

The Kids Matter Action Team have lead these many initiatives 

over the last three years and I must thank and congratulate them 

on this wonderful achievement.  

 

The Kids Matter journey will continue. We will gather feedback 

from all members of our school community and re -vis it each of 

the components as part of continuous improvement in how we 

work together to support the children of Albert Park Primary 

School.
