At Albert Park Primary, the class attendance roll is marked at 9.00am 

each morning.  Music plays across the school for 3 minutes from 8.50am 

to alert students that it is time to say goodbye to parents and enter the 

classroom read y for instruction from 9.00am.  

If you r child is not in class when the roll is marked the teacher cannot go 

back and amend the electronic roll but it can be amended at the office.  

Parents should accompany late students  into the school  then  fill in a slip 

at the office to ensure that students who come late are marked correctly.  

We understand that it can be worrying if you receive a text message to 

say that your child is absent from school without a reason. Please discuss 

this with your child  so that he/she does not dawdle to class and miss the 

marking of the roll.  

To avoid unnecessary messages to parents, a bsences/late arrivals  cannot 

be notified via the diary or verbally to the teacher b ut must be reported 

via phone, school email or in person to the off ice.

Scope 

This policy applies to all school 

activities, including camps and 

excursions.   

Policy 

Albert Park Primary School  

understands that staff and/or 

students may  sometimes  like to 

bring items of personal property to 

school.  

The Department of Education an d 

Training does not have insurance 

for personal property of staff, 

students and visitors.  Albert Park 

Primary School  does not take 

responsibility for items of per sonal 

property that are lost, stolen or 

damaged at school or during school 

activities. Damage to personal 

property brought to school is  the 

responsibility of the owner of that 

property.  

Albert Park Primary School  

encourages staff and students not 

to bring  items of value to school, or 

to obtain appropriate insurance for 

such items.  

If students bring items of value to 

school, (e.g. phones, FitBits, football 

cards) they will be sent  to and 

stored securely at the School Office  

until the end of the day, when the 

items may be collected by the 

student and/or parent.  

This policy was last updated on 18/5/2018 

and is scheduled for review in May /2021.

MotherɅs Day Lunch 
The second MotherɅs Day event this year was the fabulous MotherɅs Day 

Lunch held at Greenfields Albert Park. Nat and Bec did a wonderful job of 

organizing this special event again this year!  
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While we were at the War Memorial in Canberra for grade 6 camp earlier this year, one group of lucky students 

were asked to write a message on a cross that would be used for Anzac Day services.  The crosses were to be 

placed on the graves of Australian Sol diers who died abroad. They were part of the Memorial's four year 

programme to mark the 100th anniversary of the First World War.  
 

On Wednesday, 23/5/18, we received an email from a person who received three of our crosses and placed them 

on her Grandfath erɅs grave in Kanchanaburi, Thailand. 
 

What an amazing experience for our students and such a thoughtful gesture from Helen Candida.  
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To whoever reads this email.   I know there are rules regarding privacy with children, so I am 

asking if you could just r ead this email to Melanie McLennan it would be greatly appreciated.  

 

Dear Melanie,    
 

I thought I would write an email to you to let you know what country your Cross ended up in and how much I 

appreciated your thoughtful wording.  
 

My name is Helen and my  family (my brother David, sister Anne and mother Margaret and our partners) 

were in Kanchanaburi Thailand for Anzac day 2018.  
 

We had been to the Dawn Service at Hell Fire Pass (you may have seen a small coverage on TV) followed by a 

Commemorative Service  at Kanchanaburi War Cemetery.   At the Cemetery, we were met by an Australian 

soldier handing out the Crosses and I chose yours.  
 

We were in Kanchanaburi because my Grandfather was a Ʉprisoner of warɅ in the 2nd World War and 

eventually died there.  
 

My Grandfathers name was Eric James Lusher and he was 34 years old, married with one child (my mother) 

when he went to war.    
 

My family thought it was a lovely gesture in providing the cross for ceremony and I have attached a photo for 

you.
